Recently she 

was offered the chance  to be sent to  the US on a refugee visa. Mo st others in 

her place would have accepted  the offer of a better life in the West, b ut Esther 

turned it down as she has a strong conviction that God has called her to stay 

and help her people here in Thailand and Burma! She is now taking care of a 

number of orphaned children and is also providing a day -care service for the 

children of the impoverished workers in that region who work long hours for 

little pay.  There are now 40 orphans and 9 children from destitute homes in 

her care.
